




Peter Halley (1953) vive y trabaja en Nueva York. Se presentó a
mediados de los ochenta en Nueva York como promotor del
movimiento del neoconceptualismo. Aparece como reacción al
neoimpresionismo y representa un resurgimiento de la abstracción
geométrica. Su estilo refleja la idea del lenguaje como un sistema
estable y autorreferencial, y critica las exigencias trascendentales del
minimalismo.
 
Además, su obra presenta una influencia de la teoría social del
estructuralismo, que propone el análisis de sistemas y lenguajes
socioculturales a partir de configuraciones y estructuras simbólicas
profundas, que condicionan y determinan todo lo que ocurre en la
actividad humana.Sus escritos y trabajos como teórico también son
importantes, son un soporte a su producción artística que nos permite
acercarnos a la experiencia del artista.
 
Peter Halley ha sido director de estudios de pintura en la Universidad
de Yale y ha enseñado en la Universidad de Columbia, en UCLA y en
la Escuela de Artes Visuales de Nueva York. De 1996 a 2005 dirigió
la revista cultural Index Magazine. Ha presentado exposiciones
individuales en la Academia de Arte de la Bienal de Venecia en 2019,
el MoMA de Nueva York (1997) o el Museo Nacional Centro de Arte
Reina Sofía de Madrid en 1992.

Peter Halley (1953) lives and works in New York. He came forward
in the mid-eighties in New York as a promoter of the Neo-
conceptualism movement. It appears as a reaction to neo-
impressionism and represents a resurgence of geometric
abstraction. His style reflects the idea of language as a stable and
self-referential system, and he criticizes the transcendental
demands of minimalism.
 
Besides, his work presents an influence by the social theory of
Structuralism, which proposes the analysis of socio-cultural systems
and languages, based on deep symbolic configurations and
structures, which condition and determine all that occurs in human
activity. His writings and works as a theoretician are also important,
they are a support to his artistic production that allows us to
approach the experience of the artist.
 
Peter Halley has been director of painting studies at Yale University
and has taught at Columbia University, in UCLA and the School of
Visual Arts in New York. From 1996 to 2005 he directed the cultural
magazine Index Magazine. He has presented solo exhibitions at the
Art Academy of the Biennial of Venice in 2019, the MoMA in New
York (1997) or the Museo Nacional Centro de Arte Reina Sofia of
Madrid in 1992.

While offering a critical
view of the changes affecting the field of art and culture in the period
of so-called "post-modernity", these texts offer a different approach
to Peter Halley's artistic experience and his exquisite intellectual
work.
